(decision # 104629). Claimant filed a timely request for hearing. On December 27, 2022, ALJ D. Lee
conducted a hearing, and on December 29, 2022 issued Order No. 22-U1-211304, affirming decision #
104629. On January 9, 2023, claimant filed an application for review with the Employment Appeals
Board (EAB).

EAB reviewed the entire hearing record. On de novo review and pursuant to ORS 657.275(2), the order
under review is adopted.

DECISION: Order No. 22-Ul1-211304 is affirmed.
